(Miralax Preparation)

PRIOR TO PROCEDURE
Arrange for a driver to bring you to your appointment, stay with you, and drive you home after your procedure.
3 days prior to the procedure

e NO Iron Products

e NO Coumadin (Check with your doctor prior to stopping)

o If prescribed by your doctor please continue Aspirin & Plavix.

DAY BEFORE THE COLONOSCOPY
For the entire day prior to the colonoscopy, you should have a clear liquid diet.
Clear Liquids Include:
e Strained fruit juices, without pulp — Apple, White Grape, Lemonade
e Water, Kool-aid, Gatorade, Clear soda (Ginger-Ale, 7-up, etc.) Coffee or tea — without milk or creamer — sugar is
permitted.
o Clear broth or bouillon, Plain Jell-O (without added fruit), Popsicles (any flavor except red, purple or blue).
e Yellow, orange, and green colors are permitted.
e You cannot have any food during this time period. No alcohol is permitted.

AT 3PM START MIRALAX PREP

'm*:;x Dulcolax laxative tablets & Miralax can be purchased over the counter, no prescription is required

e 3pm - (2) Dulcolax laxative tablets with a glass of water.

e 6pm — Mix (1) 238 gram bottle of Miralax powder in 64 oz. of Gatorade. Drink an 8 oz. glass every 15-
20 minutes until gone. (Approximately 1-1/2 — 2 hours)

e 9pm - (2) Dulcolax laxative tablets with a glass of water.

e Clear fluids until midnight and nothing to eat or drink after midnight.

DAY OF COLONOSCOPY

Nothing to eat or drink until after your procedure. If you are insulin dependent diabetic, you should take a half dose of your long
acting insulin only. If your diabetes is controlled by oral medication, you should not take your medication until after the
procedure. Please do take any blood pressure, seizure or heart medications with a small sip of water the morning of your
procedure.
